Time and Venue
Erasmus+ week will take place in April 16 – 21, 2018 (Monday-Saturday) in the premises of the

Latvian Maritime Academy located in 12 k-1, Flotes Street in Riga, Latvia

Monday, 16th April – Arrival and/or guest lectures
Tuesday, 17th April – Welcome and a get-together meeting at LMA, opening remarks, presentations of partner universities; LMA campus tour; guest lectures/job shadowing; a visit to a water treatment plant (TBC)
Wednesday, 18th April – Guest lectures and/or job shadowing; a workshop on motivation of the participants of Erasmus+ mobility; a visit to Riga History & Navigation Museum (TBC)
Thursday, 19th April – Guest lectures, job shadowing and events at LMA
Friday, 20th April – Lectures and/or individual staff meetings with counterparts at LMA; job shadowing; processing of Erasmus+ staff mobility papers; a closing discussion in the headquarters of Swedbank in Ķīpsala
Saturday, 21st April – cultural programme - a guided one-day trip to Rundāle Palace (see http://rundale.net/en/ ) (together with Erasmus+ incoming students). Arrival to Riga planned around 17.00 o’clock.

Accommodation

We can offer accommodation in our hostel in the LMA campus. Accommodation comprises a single room with a kitchen, a shower and a WC being shared by tenants of two adjacent rooms for the price of 15 EUR per person per night. The LMA campus is located in Daugavgrīva, in the coastal area of Riga, about a 40 minutes drive from the city centre.

Recommended hotels for the participants of Erasmus+ Week are the following:

1) TALLINK HOTEL RIGA in 24 Elizabetes Street in Riga (https://www.tallinkhotels.com/ ) 

Price for a single room or a double room – 55 EUR per night. The price includes breakfast, wi-fi internet, morning sauna (Monday-Friday from 6.30 am – 12.00 (noon), Saturday-Sunday from 7.00 am till 12.00 (noon)) and a gym.
2) METROPOLE HOTEL by SEMARAH 4* in 36/38, Aspazijas Blvd. in Riga. Price for a standard classic single room - 58 EUR per night, including breakfast and wi-fi internet. 
3) GRAND POET HOTEL by  SEMARAH 5* in 5/6, Raina Blvd. in Riga. Price for a standard single room – 69 EUR per night or a double /twin room – 84 EUR per night, including breakfast, wi-fi internet and SPA (2 hrs per day).

We kindly ask you to make your own arrangements for travel and accommodation and remind that travel and accommodation costs related to participation in the Erasmus+ Week can be covered within the framework of the Erasmus+ programme staff mobility for teaching or training by your home HEI.
Transportation to Venue

We are planning to arrange a shuttle-bus transportation from a recommended hotel in the city centre to the campus of LMA on Tuesday and Wednesday. Detailed information will follow.
You can also reach LMA campus by a public bus No.3 which leaves from a bus stop in 13 Janvara Street in the city opposite the International Bus Terminal and goes to Daugavgrīva. It takes about 40-45 minutes to get to LMA campus from the city centre by bus. You should get off at the bus stop “Daugavgrivas cietoksnis” (Daugavgriva’s Fortress) and then walk about 200m along Flotes Street.
You can also reach the LMA campus by mini-bus No 246.

It is cheaper to buy tickets for public transport in the newspaper kiosks NARVESSEN (1.15 EUR per trip) rather than from the drivers (2.00 EUR per trip).
