03. Criteria and procedure of application for foreign students in the said courses are
enclosed at Annexure C. A prescribed application form is also attached at Annexure D.

04.  Deadlines for receiving applications at Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Dhaka for
admission are 24 January 2021 for Government Medical/ Dental Colleges and 25 January




2021 for Private Medical/ Dental Colleges. No application will be considered after the
deadline.

03 (three) sets of photocopies of duly filled in application form, 03 (three) sets of photocopies
of passport and original copy of telegraphic transfer/SWIFT for the mentioned fee must be
enclosed with application. The applicant must submit his/her application in person to
Bangladesh Mission in the host country.

05.  Applications with aggregate GPA less than 8.0 for Government Medical College and
GPA less than 7.0 for Private Medical College will not be considered for admission. The
merit list prepared by the Equivalence Committee in Bangladesh will be considered as final.
